(published writing, research or press) 

• up to 6 printed photographs or images  
of your recent work. 

• up to 10 minutes of video or sound 
recording of your recent work. 

3. Budget (required) 

Please complete the Budget Template in the budget 
section of the application  
 

• You must specify how much funding you are 
requesting in your application.  The program 
will fund 100% of the total project budget as 
long as it doesn’t exceed $2,000.  While you 
can apply for up to $2,000, you may only 
require a lesser amount to complete your 
project successfully. Applicants who apply 
for less than $2,000 will not be 
disadvantaged. 

• Please ensure your estimates are in whole 
dollars. 

4. Letter/s of support (required) 
• Written by individuals or organisations who 

know your work and commend it, or who 
have offered in-kind or financial support to 
the project. 

• A minimum of one, and a maximum of 
three support letters must be provided with 
your application. The total number of 
pages should not exceed 6 pages.   

• At least one letter needs to be from the 
mentor or mentee (whoever isn’t the grant 
applicant), confirming their involvement.
